Feast Days and Memorials

Sept 5: St Teresa of Calcutta, 1910-1997
Patron of World Youth Day

Although this memorial is not on the General Roman Calendar or in the Liturgical Calendar proper to the United
States this year, it is observed in some places. We would like to remember her this week as a Holy Woman who
practiced many works of mercy.

Born to Albanian parents in what is now Skopje, Macedonia, Agnes entered the Loreto Sisters of Dublin when
she was eighteen. She was sent to India where she taught history and geography in a school for wealthy students.
Now using the name Teresa, she received permission to leave the convent and establish a new religious communi-
ty in Calcutta. She opened a school for poor children in the slums and worked for forty years on behalf of the poor.
She worked tirelessly at simple tasks, washing the sores of children, caring for the elderly lying on the side of the
road, and nursing those dying of hunger and tuberculosis. Previously she had spent twenty years teaching in a
school for girls, and many of her former students were inspired to join her in the Missionaries of Charity. Mother
Teresa was awarded the Novel Peace Prize in 1970.

Sept 8: Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary

“Birthday celebrations bring happiness to the celebrant as well as to family and friends. Next to the birth of Je-
sus, Mary’s birth offers the greatest possible happiness to the world. Each time we celebrate her birth, we can con-
fidently hope for an increase of peace in our hearts and in the world at large. A quote from Saint Augustine makes
the connection between Mary’s birth and Jesus’ saving work. “She is the flower of the field from whom bloomed the
precious lily of the valley. Through her birth the nature inherited from our first parents is changed.”

Sept 9: St Peter Claver, Priest, 1580-1654
Patron of slaves, the Republic of Colombia, and of ministry to African Americans.

St. Peter Claver was born at Catalonia, Spain, studied at the Jesuit college of Barcelona, and was inspired to
travel to the Indies as a missionary. He was deeply affected by seeing the major slave market of the New World in
what is now Colombia, where a thousand slaves were landed every month. After his ordination, he dedicated his
work to the salvation of the African slaves and the abolition of the Negro slave trade. He brought food on board the
slave ships, cared for the sick and dying, and administered the Sacraments after giving instruction through Negro
catechists. It is said that he did not abandon his converts when they left the ship, but traveled to the plantations
where they were enslaved, encouraging them to live Christian lives and prevailing upon their masters to treat them
humanely.
