Feast Days and Memorials

January 5: The Epiphany of the Lord
The term “Epiphany,” is based on the Greek word meaning “manifestation” or
“revelation.”This feast celebrates the moment Christ, the ultimate gift, was made
known to the Three Wise Men and thus to the Gentiles. With gifts of gold, frank-
incense, and myrrh, they express who he is: King, God, and Savior. This day is
also known as Three Kings Day.

January 6: St. Andre Bessette, Religious, (1845 — 1937)
Patron of the sick, the handicapped, and caregivers

Alfred Bessette was known as a healer and “The Miracle Man of Mont-
real.” Although illiterate, he entered the Congregation of Holy Cross in 1870 and
was given the name Brother André. For forty years he was the doorman, or
porter, of Notre Dame College in Montreal. advising everyone who passed
through the door to pray to St. Joseph. When an epidemic broke out at a nearby
college. André volunteered to help nurse the sick. People began to come to him,
believing he had a healing power. “I do not cure,” he insisted. “St. Joseph cures.”

St. Joseph'’s Oratory. located on Mount Royal above the city of Montreal, was
financed by large and small donations from many people whose lives had been
touched by Brother Andre Bessette.

Jan 7: St Raymond Penafort, Priest
Patron of Canonists and Lawyers

Raymond of Pefafort was descended from a noble Spanish family, well
educated and became a lawyer. At 47 he became a Dominican priest in Bar-
celona. He worked to aid Christian captives during the era of the Crusades, was
instrumental in the founding of the Mercedarian friars and helped organize the
Church’s legal code
